One of the highlights of my foreign missions ministry has been the opportunity to preach crusades where literally thousands received the baptism of the Holy Ghost. I’ve seen it happen in places like El Salvador, Ethiopia, Papua New Guinea, and Pakistan (to name a few). Monthly, I receive reports of tremendous results in crusades, conferences, and evangelistic meetings around the world. It is easy to think this is a foreign phenomenon. One North American saint recently wrote, “What a wonderful report! It is so thrilling to hear of such miracles. We in America have always prayed for our missionaries and for great revival in foreign lands. I think it is time that we ask our foreign lands to pray for great revival in America! We need what you are receiving!” I agree. It is happening. What is the evidence; you might ask. Consider the recent one night crusade at the General Conference where 1,108 received the baptism of the Holy Ghost or recall “The Fire Still Falls” program at Azusa where 1,305 received the Holy Ghost in three nights and two days. The Gospel is for whosoever. Revival is for whosoever. All can be included. No need for exemptions. Let’s work together—foreign and home missions—until the whole world hears!
